2022 Municipal Election

The next municipal election will be held on Monday, October 24, 2022.
This election will be ‘electronic’ with voters casting their ballot over the
telephone or internet, and ‘traditional’ open for voters that choose to cast
their paper ballots in person.

Eligible voters will receive a special identification card in the mail no later
than three (3) days prior to October 17", 2022. When a voter follows the
procedure as listed, they can cast their ballot at their convenience.

There will be two (2) advance paper polls and electronic voting available for
individuals who choose to cast their vote in advance of election day.
